1. Application and Proposal submission

· Pre-proposals must be submitted before 13 April 2026, 13:00 CET.

· Call deadlines are final and applications submitted after the deadline cannot be considered. Applications can only be submitted through the electronic system pt-outline. No other means (emails, etc.) of submission will be accepted. The electronic system will not allow submissions after call deadlines! For further information, please contact the 
Joint Call Secretariat (JCS):

Please note these general instructions:
1.1. There will be a two-stage procedure for applications with a pre-proposal stage and a full-proposal stage. At both stages, the proposals must be prepared by the consortium and submitted by the coordinator. 
1.2. The coordinator MUST sign the application before submission.
1.3. The proposals must be written in English in accordance to the proposal templates and submitted to the Joint Call Secretariat (JCS) through the electronic submission system pt-outline (https://ptoutline.eu/app/beready).
1.4. [bookmark: _Hlk215039060]Please use the pre-proposal application template attached to these guidelines (page 3ff). The guiding text can be displayed by selecting “Show all” ([image: ]) in the Word menu “Home”.  Incomplete proposals, proposals using a different format or exceeding length limitations of any section may be rejected without further review. 
· Please adhere strictly to the guiding instructions and make sure to remove the guiding instructions in your final version. Do not remove the margins, titles, headers, logo, etc. Blank pages are not allowed.
· All fields must be completed using font Arial, 11pt (except tables in sections 2, 5 and 6, that can be filled in using Arial 9 pt), single-spaced and page format DIN-A4. Indicated page limits also include figures and/or references. 
1.5. Once completed, the pre-proposal must be converted to a single PDF document including required annexes before being uploaded to the submission website.
1.6. In case of inconsistency between the information registered in the submission tool (pt-outline) and the information included in the pre-proposal form, the information registered in the submission tool (pt-outline) shall prevail.
1.7. Some funding agencies require extra procedures, such as parallel submission. Please check the funder-specific regulations of your funding agency.
1.8. Proposals that do not meet the national eligibility criteria and requirements may be rejected without further review.
